All substantive portions of two documents are not releasable. The information withheld is

exermpl [rom release pursuant to 5 U1.S.C. 352 (b}(1), (b}2), and {b)(6), Freedom of [nfarmation
Act. There are no reascnably segregabte portions of this exempt material.

The remaining document contains information furnished by another government agency and has
been referred (o that organization for their review and return te DIA. Upon the retum of the
document to DA, all reasonably sepregable portions will be released.

You have previously requested and been provided with all releasable UFO records dated prior 1o
1990. Therefore, yowr request is considered one of a scrics of related requests for records and
[ees will be aggregated. Therefore, please remit a check or money order in U.5. funds made
payable to the Treasurer of the United States in the amount of $22.95, This fee is for
reproduction cost of 253 pages at 15¢ per page with the lirst 100 pages free.

Upon review of the information submitted in vour letter, your request for a fee waiver is heing
denied. Il was determined that the release of these documents is not "likely 1o contribute
significantly to public understanding of the operations or activitics” of the Department of
Defense as these records have been relcased to many other requesters. 1t is akso not
demonstrated thal you have the ability to disseminate any of the information.
